‘Oh my God, no!": Driver of 8 passengers chargedttwDUI after 4

Tamy Nutoni was driving through west suburban Osnatg/ a.m. Sunday when she saw the tell-tale sifjaserious car accident near her home on Ilkn®1.

She immediately thought of her stepdaughter, Jasaico was supposed to be sleeping at a friendiséadNutoni gunned it to that house. A police sqreadn the driveway
stopped her cold, she said.

"Oh my God, no!" Nutoni yelled.
Jessica was dead, along with three of her Oswegb Bichool classmates. The single-car accidentaisioally injured another four classmates and thiéver.

Nine people -- eight of them classmates, severalhalddknown each other since first grade -- had pifed the 2001 Infiniti sedan before the driveryéad into a utility pole
at 2:20 a.m. Sunday.

Police charged the driver, Sandra Vasquez, witkidg under the influence of alcohol. More charges likely, Oswego police said. Vasquez, 23, of Aayraorks at a
Geneva nursing home and has two small children v&tseseveral years older than her passengers, whored every grade at the school.

"With those young kids, the oldest one is supptsedve some brains," Nutoni said.
The victims' relatives and friends don't know hagdtez and the Oswego teens ended up in the same ca
Vasquez's father thinks his daughter offered tloegra ride from a party. Visibly worn, he expressgohpathy for the victims' families.

"l feel so bad," Jesus Vasquez said in his darkdimgd) room. "You can never reverse that kind afjedy."

‘A BEAUTIFUL SON'
The students were part of a tight-knit communit@gwego, a blue-collar town of well-tended, motieshes along the Fox River 50 miles west of Chicago.

"These are the epitome of nice people.”
